
Hardware Requirements for

                      

Application Software
The Progress V8 32-Bit RecTrac v2, MainTrac v2, GolfTrac v2, FinTrac v2, TeleTrac, WebTrac, and Access Control software applications are being installed for all new accounts, as well as for current users being upgraded, if they are utilizing Windows NT, Windows 2000, RedHat Linux, and Unix servers with Windows 95/98/NT4.0/2000 client operating systems with the TCP/IP network protocol.  During January 2002, VSI will begin the process of migrating the above software to Progress V9.  Please refer to VSI’s Progress Certified Operating Systems Guide.  Progress is in the process of certifying Windows XP, and expects this to be completed by 12/31/2001.

For Novell users, the Progress V8/V9 client software and VSI application software can reside on a Novell server or on any of the platforms listed above.  However, the Progress server programs and databases (VSI application databases) must be installed on any of the above supported server platforms, such as Windows NT/2000, Unix, or Linux, but not Novell.  Thus, the Windows NT/2000, Unix, or RedHat Linux Progress program and database server can operate in a Novell network environment. 

The following guidelines should assist VSI users in planning for future hardware and network purchases.  As you configure your hardware and networks, please use the following minimums, and expand as desired:

Windows 95/98/ME/NT4.0/2000 Single User or Client PC - 32-bit (GUI).  If Windows 95/98/ME/NT, minimum Celeron 400Mhz (or equivalent) with 64MB memory; and, if Windows 2000, 128MB memory.  If purchasing new hardware, recommend minimum Pentium III 1Ghz (or equivalent) with 128MB memory or greater. It is important to consider other applications being utilized, along with VSI software, while determining your memory and other configuration requirements.  Thus, 256MB or 512MB might be desirable.

Windows NT 4.0/2000 Network Server - minimum Pentium III 800Mhz (or equivalent) with minimum 256MB memory or more, depending on number of client users; Windows 95/98/NT4.0/2000 client software includes built-in TCP/IP client networking software.    If purchasing new server, minimum Pentium III 1Ghz or greater (or equivalent) with minimum 512MB memory or more, depending on the number of client PC’s, and a second processor option.  Normally, 32MB memory will be required to manage Progress software functions, which includes VSI applications.  So allocate this memory in addition to the Windows NT/2000 operating system and other software requirements.  Important to consider all functions utilizing server resources.  If extensive, add second processor.

Citrix MetaFrame Server  - recommend minimum Pentium III 1Ghz or greater (or equivalent) with 32MB memory per local or remote workstation, plus 128MB for network operating system.
Unix Network Server – if SCO, minimum Pentium III 800Mhz or greater (or equivalent) with 256MB memory or more, depending on the number of client users; Windows 95/98/NT 4.0/2000 client software includes built-in TCP/IP client networking software.   If purchasing new server, minimum Pentium III 1Ghz or greater (or equivalent) with minimum 512MB memory or more, depending on the number of clients.  For other Unix servers, such as IBM, HP, SUN, NCR, Compaq, and Unisys, use above guidelines to discuss with hardware vendors, network consultants.  Further, other applications will impact server resources needed. 

Linux Server - RedHat – requirements similar to SCO UNIX.

Progress WebSpeed Transaction Server – if you are planning to install the VSI WebTrac software, the minimum recommended server configuration is a Pentium III 1Ghz or greater (or equivalent), 128MB memory for the OS plus 10MB per Agent, or a minimum of 512MB of memory to start, 500MB free disk space, CD-ROM, etc.  The hardware must be capable of running a choice of Windows NT 4.0, 2000, SCO UnixWare, Linux Red Hat, and Unix (IBM, HP, SUN, Compaq, Unisys, etc.).  Please refer to VSI WebTrac Internet Software Planning Document.

VSI Application Software / Progress V7 Options – If you are operating Novell 3.12, 4.11, 4.2, or 5.0 NLM, your future Progress V8/V9 options are:

Switch to any of the Progress V8/V9 supported platforms - Windows NT, Windows 2000, RedHat Linux, and Unix servers with Windows 95/98/ME/NT4.0/2000 client operating systems using the TCP/IP protocol) or

Install the Progress V8/V9 client software on the Novell server, while installing the Progress V8/V9 server software and application databases on a Windows NT 4.0, 2000, Linux, or Unix server.  For smaller installations, you can substitute a Windows 2000 Workstation for the server.  Be sure to include the appropriate Windows 2000 Workstation databases in the automated on-line and daily backups. 

VSI & Progress V8 Software DISK SPACE REQUIREMENTS:

1. RecTrac v2 - Currently, RecTrac v2, which includes the programs, empty “live” database, training database, and Progress Version 8 server networking software, and Progress Version 8 client networking software, requires about 200MB (million bytes) of disk space, plus sufficient allowance for transaction history database growth.  
2. MainTrac v2 - Currently, MainTrac v2, , which includes the programs, empty “live” database, training database, and Progress Version 7 server  networking software, and Progress Version 8 client networking software, requires about 100MB initially, if installed alone, or 70MB, if installed with RecTracV2, Golftrac v2, or MainTrac v2.    Allow ample capacity for storing transaction history for the desired number of years.   

3. FinTrac v2- Currently, FinTrac v2, which includes the programs, empty “live” database, training database, and Progress Version 8 server networking software, and Progress V8 client networking software, requires nearly 45MB (million bytes) of disk space, if installed alone, or 30MB, if installed with RecTrac v2, GolfTrac v2, or MainTrac v2.  Allow ample capacity for storing transaction history for the desired number of years.   

4. GolfTrac v2 - Currently, GolfTrac v2, which includes the programs, empty “live” database, training database, and Progress Version 8 server networking software, and Progress Version 8 client networking software, requires about 200MB (million bytes) of disk space, if installed alone, or 2MB if RecTrac v2 already installed.  In addition, allow ample capacity for storing transactions for the number of years desired.  
5. WebTrac – Progress V9 minimum 500MB free disk space, plus space for transaction growth.
6. TeleTrac – requires no additional disk space.
VSI & Progress V9 Software DISK SPACE REQUIREMENTS:

1.
Add estimated 150MB disk space to the above minimums.
